



BROWNFIELD ASSESSMENT FORM
Midcoast Council of Governments (MCOG) Brownfield Assessment Program provides funding for the assessment of sites with known or prospective contamination. Our funding comes from the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), and we are obligated to follow rules and regulations set by the federal government. This includes retaining a copy of the reports generated through this process and rejecting sites that are not considered “eligible” by EPA standards. Before a site can be eligible for remediation funding, the site must complete a Phase I and Phase II Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) to determine the contaminants on site, and the potential source and cause of the contamination. Please review content starting at Page 4 for more information regarding eligible sites.

Our funding is available to all locations in the Midcoast Region of Maine (the municipalities that make up Sagadahoc County, Lincoln County, Knox County, and Waldo County, as well as the communities of Harpswell and Brunswick). Funding is available to publicly owned sites (municipalities, schools, and government entities), nonprofits organization (501c3s, church, food bank, etc.), and for-profit entities (commercial and industrial businesses). The priority for funding is to redevelop underutilized locations.
